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She was born in Virginia with a love for horses. 

Growing up with her brother, on a farm, there were many adventures involving horses; Storm, Smokey, Star and Stringbean- just to name a few. Training horses came naturally for her. She and her brother even trained their horses to walk logs! 

With a love for horses came a need for speed and barrel racing was just around the corner. With a friend, Mary Taylor, barrel racing became a weekend adventure on a horse named SeaBiscuit. 

In 1961, she moved to Dothan, Alabama where she purchased a registered quarter horse from L and L Farms named Flynt Bars Best (a.k.a TeddyBear). He had kicked through a barn and his back legs were badly scared. He also had a stubborn streak a mile wide. She never gave up on Teddybear, although there were times when he would come into the arena on his back feet. 

All of her patience paid off in 1968 when she became the first in the history of GRA (Girls Rodeo Association) to be a southerner (east of the Mississippi) who made it to the top fifteen. Her horse, TeddyBear, also took her to the winner’s circle in the Houston, Texas (Astro Dome) with a record time and one of the largest wins in the GRA.  When the year ended she was 7th in the world. 

In 1969, when her younger daughter started school, her pursuit of barrel racing championships virtually came to a stand still. However, the opportunity of helping the show secretary at the Southeastern Livestock Exposition AQHA show opened the door to a long history with AQHA shows. Not only being a show secretary, but also producing the Alabama Turkey Circuit for years. 

From Arkansas to North Carolina, AQHA show organizers and exhibitors, fondly referred to her as "Ma.”  She has educated many newcomers to AQHA and has worn out many AQHA rule books along the way. 

Several years ago while attending an AQHA show she was asked to enter a barrel race by her own son-in law, Chuck Stewart.   This request not only returned Faye to the show pen but it led to a disappointment to Chuck because she blew the competition out of the water.   She has qualified for the NBHA and IBHA  finals for the last several years with her quarter horse, Fluid Emotion, also known as Cash. 

She juggles a full time job, rides almost daily, produces barrel races and is one of the most recognized AQHA show secretaries in the southeast.
